Trustee Meeting Minutes
August 4,2024 Elaine shared our financial balances Some of those funds are dedicated to the roof repair (52500?). Mereani is the finance liaison from the Fijian community. She also stated that we need to have a representative at the August 18 council meeting, the goal is to share what we're doing and people can ask questions. Each committee can ask for more representatives in that meeting. In terms of spending, we should report in what we are spending money on, even if less than $500 limit. Finance needs to be notified of any expenditures. If a service person is on site they should bill us and finance will pay (vs. paying them with our credit card on the spot) or if we have an expense report we should get it initialed by committee chair to show they have approved it. Bookkeeper needs to get finance approval before paying bills. 10% of rental income needs to go to district.

Electrical issues in social hall. Our renter likely overloaded it when they plugged in coffee maker. For now we will try to manage to the electrical capacity vs. increasing it. Lamar will change the contract docs to include the kitchen vs. having them pay extra, that way they are less likely to use the social hall for more electrical devices or using the kitchen for coffee, plugging some of the outlets, and use of the electrical outlets on stage are ways to avoid the issue again. 

Asset Tags: Olivette brought up that we should tag all our assets and keep track in a spreadsheet. Rob will start the list of what he donated (power amp for sound system) Who to enter rest of assets? Can use label maker to tag them with asset number.

Other maintenance: Rob plans to work with Richard to install new AC unit and will fix water lines leaking from toilets where needed.
Lamar worked with Mark to shut windows in fireside, one still needs work. Added "do not open" labels. Rob borrowed tank from new carpet cleaner, he will return so we can commence cleaning carpets. Lamar to work with him to replace his tank which was damaged due to use of boiling water (since we no longer keep water hot in hot water heater). Elizabeth got a small spot remover for free. Lamar tested it, it seems to spray water/solution and the vacuum works (sucks) but dirty water tank didn't fill. Needs more use to know if it works correctly. Rob recommended product to keep on hand for spot removal. Olivette to purchase and keep under sink with other cleaning products. Lamar to check clean-up list in kitchen to make sure it is complete and rewrite if necessary. Should be prominently displayed for renters and other occasional kitchen users. 

Rentals: Contract signed with KW Cleaning Janitorial service that has been servicing the campus for years. Contract will be updated to reflect their flat fee (vs. by room). Lamar will add other changes and work with Kim to update documents on website.  Lamar to work on suggested wording for advertisements of rental. Plan to present to council for approval. Will start by advertising through free channels (social media, lawn signs) and see how that goes, consider paid advertising if this doesn't bear fruit. We need to label keys to social hall and sanctuary for renter use. Projector borrowed from Mereani for celebration of life, will keep eyes open for inexpensive used one for future use. In the meantime, Lamar will make sure contract doesn't promise one. The electrical load was too much for the social hall outlets, need to understand how much load they can handle. There will be more issues and learning as we get more usage of the campus. 

Other: We need to update key log with purchased keys. Lamar to work with Olivette to do so.

September meeting: Review punch list and prioritize. Elizabeth sent letter to Steve Charlip, regarding D & 5th streets parking; and would like to discuss next month.
